
Construction and maintenance of gas pipeline

The right to excavate for, install, replace, maintain, and use such pipelines as grantee shall from time to time elect for transporting [natural or liquefied natural or as the case may be] gas, with necessary and proper valves and other appliances and fittings, and devices for controlling electrolysis for use in connection with such pipe lines, together with adequate protection therefor, and also a right-of-way, within the strip described as follows: [insert legal description].

Grantor further grants to grantee:

(a) The right to grade the strip of real property for the full width of such strip and to extend the cuts and fills for such grading into and on the real prop​erty along and outside of the strip to such extent as grantee may find reason​ably necessary;

(b) The right to support the pipelines across ravines and watercourses with such structures as grantee shall deem necessary;

(c) The right of ingress to and egress from the strip over and across the real property by means of roads and lanes on such property, if such exist, otherwise by such route or routes as shall occasion the least practicable damage and in​convenience to grantor; provided that such right of ingress and egress shall not extend to any portion of the real property that is isolated from the strip by any public road or highway now crossing or hereafter crossing the real property; provided, further, that if any portion of the real property is or shall be subdivided and dedicated roads or highways on such portion shall extend to the strip, the right of ingress and egress on the portion shall be confined to such dedicated roads and highways;

(d) The right of grading for, constructing, maintaining, and using such roads on and across the real property as grantee may deem necessary in the exercise of the right of ingress and egress or to provide access to adjacent real property;

(e) The right from time to time to trim and to cut down and clear away any and all trees and brush now or hereafter on the strip and to trim and to cut down and clear away any trees on either side of the strip that now or hereafter in the opinion of grantee may be a hazard to the pipelines, valves, appliances, or fittings, by reason of the danger of falling on such strip, or may interfere with the exercise of grantee's rights under this instrument; provided, however, that all trees that grantee is authorized to cut and remove, if valuable for timber or wood, shall continue to be the property of grantor, but all tops, lops, brush and refuse wood shall be burned or removed by grantee, at grantee's sole expense;

(f) The right to install, maintain, and use gates in all fences that now cross or shall hereafter cross the strip;

 (g) The right to mark the location of the strip by suitable markers set in the ground; provided that such markers shall be placed in fences or other locations that will not interfere with any reasonable use grantor shall make of the strip.


Grantee covenants and agrees:


(a) Grantee shall not fence the strip;

(b) Grantee shall promptly backfill any trench made by it on the strip and repair any damage it shall do to grantor's private roads or lanes on the real property;

(c) Grantee shall indemnify and hold grantor harmless from and against any and all loss and damage that shall be caused by the exercise of the rights of ingress and egress or by any wrongful or negligent act or omission of or of its agents or employees in the course of their employment.

Grantor reserves the right to use the strip for purposes that will not interfere with grantee's full enjoyment of the rights granted by this instrument; provided that grantor shall not erect or construct any building or other structure, or drill or operate any well, or construct any reservoir or other obstruction on the strip, or diminish or substantially add to the ground cover over the pipelines.

Construction and maintenance of Pipeline Rural land

The perpetual right to enter onto the real estate described below at any time that grantee may see fit, and to there construct, maintain, and repair underground pipelines for the purpose of conveying various liquid substances over, across, through, and under the real property described below, together with the right to excavate and refill ditches and trenches for the location of such pipelines and mains, and the further right to remove trees, bushes, undergrowth, and other obstructions interfering with the location, construction, and maintenance of such pipelines.
